Why do the STSM and CSOS Bills need to be separated?
On the second occasion when the Department of Human Settlements Portfolio Committee deliberated on the Sectional Titles Schemes Management ("STSM") Bill, on 15 September 2010, the first question to be addressed was the reason why this Bill needs to be separate from the Community Schemes Ombud Service ("CSOS") Bill.
The answer to the first question is that the two bills exist for fundamentally different purposes. The STSM Bill can be compared to the Share Blocks Control Act in that it regulates the management and control of a particular type of community scheme, whereas the CSOS Bill seeks to ensure the cost-effective resolution of disputes and good governance in all community schemes. It was explained to the members of the committee that the STSM Bill would be less user friendly to the owners and managers who are responsible for the operations of sectional titles schemes if it was cluttered up with provisions that relate to many other types of community schemes. Conversely, it would be inappropriate to include in legislation that is designed to apply to all community schemes a set of governance provisions that apply only to sectional titles schemes.

The High Court has now given the body corporate and levy debtors an unequivocal answer in its ruling in Mandy David Mitchell v Die Beheerliggaam RNS Mansions (Case No.: 34386/08, North Gauteng High Court, Pretoria, delivered 4 June 2010).

 The new Companies Act

The new Companies Act,[1] ("the new Act") ushers in a new era of company law and when it eventually comes into effect, it will, as can be expected, give rise to a fair amount of confusion about the implications for existing companies. To some degree, this confusion should be resolved when the draft Companies Amendment Bill, 2010 ("the Bill") is promulgated but many areas of uncertainty remain. Bearing this in mind, directors should be aware of certain major changes introduced in the new Act as they get to grips with its provisions.

Implementation of the new Companies Act delayed

The implementation of new Companies Act will be delayed. It was initially mooted that the new law would be effective from October 2010 this year, but the Department of Trade and Industry has now indicated that it aims to implement the new Act on 1 April 2011.  This is not surprising as the Companies Amendment Bill, which cleans up the Act, has yet to be considered by Parliament, and the regulations are still awaited.  The delay will allow additional time to finalise all processes required to effectively administer the new legislation and consult stakeholders.  Companies will also have an opportunity to bring their business practices in line with its provisions.

Consumer Protection Act (CPA)

The Consumer Protection Act, 2008 (CPA) will, in due course, introduce new requirements for business names that may affect the way in which businesses trade at present.

The CPA provides that businesses may only trade or do any business with consumers under:

· their full names, if the business is conducted by an individual such as a sole proprietorship or partnership, as set out in the relevant person's identity document;
· their registered names, if the business is conducted by a juristic person such as a company or close corporation (CC), or by a trust (which is not generally a juristic person but which is regarded as a juristic person for the purpose of the CPA), or
· a registered "business name".

The CPA has introduced a new mechanism in terms of which businesses can register such "business names" with the Registrar of Companies (CIPRO).
