Check your company’s registration status

Thousands of companies may find themselves deregistered for failure to submit their annual returns following the Companies and Intellectual Property Registration Office’s (CIPRO) ruling to that effect on 16 July 2010. Companies and close corporations have been urged to submit their annual returns on time to avoid this fate. The current batch of companies and close corporations that has not complied with lodging annual returns was due to be placed into final deregistration with effect from 21 February 2011 but the deregistration have been temporarily suspended to give corporations time to comply.

Nama Levy Payment

Since the beginning of 2010 (See Snippets April 2010) we urged our members to pay their membership fees into the NAMA banking account as indicated on your monthly statement

For reasons unknown, the following accounts still pay their membership fees over to Pro Admin

Accounts 2051, 3010, 4047, 4063, 5053(These accounts are still paying the old fees as well)

Prescription of arrear levies

Prescription is a rule of law designed to bring finality to disputes. It is governed by the Prescription Act 68 of 1969 ("the Act") which provides that a person has three years from the date on which a debt falls due to institute legal proceedings to collect on that debt
As to levies prescribing. They do not and cannot. The reason is not rates (or any other budgeted expense) related but rather the nature of the debtor. That is, the unit owner is a member of the legal entity to which he owes money. The Prescription Act states that the debt cannot prescribe until the debtor ceases to be a member of the entity to which the money is owed and then after one year it prescribes. This in itself is an obvious self regulating solution as a unit owner can only cease to be a member of the body corporate once his unit is transferred out of his name which can only occur once the levy clearance certificate has been issued and met.
