EAAB grants extension for estate agents to comply with education requirements 
The Estate Agency Affairs Board (EAAB), acting in terms of the Education Regulations, has resolved to grant a two-year extension to all estate agents who were registered on 15 July 2008 and who were, thus, required to be certificated against the relevant estate agency qualifications by 31 December 2011. Such estate agents will now have until 31 December 2013 for this purpose.

Estate Agency Affairs Board extends the Amnesty Period for a further three months
The Estate Agency Affairs Board (EAAB) is offering illegally operating estate agency practitioners an additional three months to meet the requirements to become registered and compliant agents. The three-month Amnesty Period commenced on Friday, April 15, 2011 and has been extended for three additional months to become compliant. The new deadline is Saturday, October 15, 2011.

Promotion of access to information Act, 2 of 2000 (PAIA)

In order to give effect to the right of access to information, the Act makes provision for:

· The compilation of an information manual that sets out the information as prescribed in section 51 of the Act on or before 31 December 2011;
· The manner and form in which a person may request information; as well as

· The grounds upon which information so requested may be refused

Section 90(3) provides that: 


“A head of a private body who wilfully or in a grossly negligent manner fails to comply with the provisions of section 51 commits an offence and is liable on conviction to a fine, or to imprisonment of a period not exceeding 2 years”

COMPANIES ACT OF 2008
