Final reminder

In order to give effect to the right of access to information, the Act makes provision for:

· The compilation of an information manual that sets out the information as prescribed in section 51 of the Act on or before 31 December 2011
Section 90(3) provides that: 


“A head of a private body who wilfully or in a grossly negligent manner fails to comply with the provisions of section 51 commits an offence and is liable on conviction to a fine, or to imprisonment of a period not exceeding 2 years”
