Destruction of a scheme 

Section 48 of the Sectional Titles Act 95 of 1986 (the “Act”) provides inter alia that the owners may by unanimous resolution agree to the destruction of the building, comprising a sectional title scheme. Section 49 of the Act, furthermore, provides that where the owners may also by unanimous resolution resolve not to rebuild the building.

Promotion of access to information Act, 2 of 2000 (PAIA)

In order to give effect to the right of access to information, the Act makes provision for:

· The deadline for the compilation of an information manual that sets out the information as prescribed in section 51 of the Act has been postposned to  31 December 2015
