Be sure that your services to your clients is of such a standard that they will not be tempted by the newcomers (with lower fees) to end your services and take on the new M/A.

This may have the effect that over-crowding escalates.  Are you ready, and the rules of your B/C's

 in place, to handle this problem?
AMENDMENTS TO THE S/T ACT AND PMR's 
At last there were some action from the minister's office and a few amendments to the Act and PMR's were promulgated in November 2008. (See NAMA Newsbulletin 7/2008 - December 2008)
PMR 46 (1) is of the utmost importance to all our members as it reflects on the contract between the M/A and the B/C.

In her article in the Paddocks Press (Volume 3, Issue 12 - December 2008) Jennifer Paddock ends her very interesting article on PMR 46 (1) as follows:
"To whom does the amendment apply?

The amendment became effective on its publication in the Government Gazette on 18 November 2008 and there is no indication that it is intended to have retrospective effect.  This means that contracts of managing agency validly entered into before 18 November 2008 will be bound by PMR 46 as it stood at the date the contract was entered into as well as the terms of the contract, to the extent that they do not conflict with the prescribed rule in its previous form. Any contracts of managing agency entered into after 18 November 2008 will be governed by the terms of PMR 46 (1) as described in this article."
